Create In Me A P.U.R.E. Heart, O God!

Ps 51:1-17

1. Have mercy on me, O God, according to your unfailing love; according
to your great compassion blot out my transgressions.

2. Wash away all my iniquity and cleanse me from my sin.

3. For I know my transgressions, and my sin is always before me.

4. Against you, you only, have I sinned and done what is evil in your sight,
so that you are proved right when you speak and justified when you judge.
5. Surely I was sinful at birth, sinful from the time my mother conceived
me.

6. Surely you desire truth in the inner parts; you teach me wisdom in the
inmost place.

7. Cleanse me with hyssop, and I will be clean; wash me, and I will be
whiter than snow.

8. Let me hear joy and gladness; let the bones you have crushed rejoice.
9. Hide your face from my sins and blot out all my iniquity.

10. CREATE IN ME A PURE HEART, O GOD, and renew a steadfast spirit
within me.

11. Do not cast me from your presence or take your Holy Spirit from me.
12. Restore to me the joy of your salvation and grant me a willing spirit, to
sustain me.

13. Then I will teach transgressors your ways, and sinners will turn back to
you.

14. Save me from bloodguilt, O God, the God who saves me, and my
tongue will sing of your righteousness.

15. O Lord, open my lips, and my mouth will declare your praise.

16. You do not delight in sacrifice, or I would bring it; you do not take
pleasure in burnt offerings.

17. The sacrifices of God are a broken spirit; a broken and contrite heart,
O God, you will not despise.

Matt 5:6 - “"Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, for
they will be filled.”

1. P-ersistent pursuit of God!

Proverbs 29:18 (KJV) - "Where there is no vision, the people perish but he
that keepeth the law, happy is he.”



Proverbs 29:18 (NIV) - Where there is no revelation, the people cast off
restraint; but blessed is he who keeps the law.

Is. 6:5 - "Woe to me!" I cried. "I am ruined! For I am a man of unclean lips,
and I live among a people of unclean lips, and my eyes have seen the King,
the LORD Almighty."

2. U-nconditional surrender to God!

Phil 3:8-14

8 What is more, I consider everything a loss compared to the surpassing
greatness of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord, for whose sake I have lost all
things. I consider them rubbish, that I may gain Christ

9 and be found in him, not having a righteousness of my own that comes
from the law, but that which is through faith in Christ-- the righteousness
that comes from God and is by faith.

10 I want to know Christ and the power of his resurrection and the
fellowship of sharing in his sufferings, becoming like him in his death,

11 and so, somehow, to attain to the resurrection from the dead.

12 Not that I have already obtained all this, or have already been made
perfect, but I press on to take hold of that for which Christ Jesus took hold
of me.

13 Brothers, I do not consider myself yet to have taken hold of it. But one
thing I do: Forgetting what is behind and straining toward what is ahead,
14 T press on toward the goal to win the prize for which God has called me
heavenward in Christ Jesus.

3. R-emembrance of God’s purpose for their life!

The Psalmist wrote in Ps 139:14 - “I praise you because I am fearfully and
wonderfully made; your works are wonderful, I know that full well.”

Jeremiah 31:3 - The LORD appeared to us in the past, saying: "I have loved
you with an everlasting love; I have drawn you with loving-kindness.

Matt 23:37

37"0 Jerusalem, Jerusalem, you who kill the prophets and stone those sent
to you, how often I have longed to gather your children together, as a hen
gathers her chicks under her wings, but you were not willing.

38Look, your house is left to you desolate.
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39For I tell you, you will not see me again until you say, 'Blessed is he who
comes in the name of the Lord”.

4. E-xpectancy of Fruitfulness for God!

Ps 51:12-13

12. Restore to me the joy of your salvation and grant me a willing spirit, to
sustain me.

13. Then I will teach transgressors your ways, and sinners will turn back to
you.
